Bright Beginnings Early Learning Program is dedicated to providing a safe, nurturing, and spiritual
Christian environment that responds to the individual needs of children and families. Using a
developmentally appropriate curriculum, we enhance children's social, emotional, physical,
and cognitive development through our Reggio Emilio inspired play-based environment. We

strive for our children to be creative thinkers who are ready for any new challenge. We offer a low

teacher to student ratio with two teachers in each class and a highly trained staff who are ready
to help your child learn and grow.

All spots are filled on a first come, first served basis. A waiting list will be created for classes that
fill. There is no financial commitment to be placed on our waitlist. Registration forms will be
available on the Bright Beginnings website by January 14th. These forms must be filled out prior
to your arrival at registration. Your spot is secured at registration upon receipt of all fees, a signed
or stamped shot record, and confirmation of completion of the online registration form.

Friendswood Methodist Church member registration will be February 1st from 10:30am to
11:00am at the Education Building Reception Desk. Public Registration will be on Friday,
February 6th from 9:00am to 10:00am. We utilize a number system at registration. Numbers will
be available starting at 8:00am outside the gym. We will register in the order in which numbers
are pulled. Should you be interested in registering after February 6th, please call our office to
check availability.

Family Discount: Families with more than one child in the program receive a $10.00 monthly
discount on tuition with each additional child.

Children are placed in classes based on their age as of September 1, 2026. Children will remain
in that class, with peers similar to their age, the entire school year.

Since we secure staff and purchase materials based on registration, all fees associated with
registration (tuition deposit and registration/supply fee) are non-refundable. Fees for
registration may be paid via check or money order to Bright Beginnings. Once classes beginin
the fall, you may choose to make tuition payments via ACH through Friendswood Methodist or
through Procare, which will have a 3% convenience fee.
